Expanding on concepts and skills learned in the
introductory courses, this advanced course in Autodesk
Revit Il software modeing program will allow students to
utilize Computer-Aided Drafting (CAD) to create advanced
drawings of buildings, including floor plans, exterior and
interior elevations, electrical plans and structural details at
an advanced level.
