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STEP 1: Identify your top 7 factors when evaluating your transfer options. STEP 2: After filling in your top factors, rank them below with “7” being the highest, most important factor to your decision-making process, and “1” being the lowest, least important factor.  

STEP 3: Use the fields under each school to rate your options. Carefully review the school for each category before selecting a rating.  In the left-hand column, decide on a value for each of your most important factors using the following scoring method: 

(3) Great      (2) Good      (1) Acceptable      (BLANK) Unsure      (-1) Poor

STEP 4: Multiply the ranked value of each factor by the rating you chose for each school to determine a weighted value in the right-hand column of each list, and then add up the values for a total in the gray box at the bottom.  If you have any very close totals or ties, meet with a counselor to help clarify which options best satisfy your needs and values.
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
