
Starting Fall 2021, all new Norco College students who plan to transfer 
to a CSU campus will be required to complete an Ethnic Studies course 
from CSU GE Area F for full certification. This includes  students 
completing an Associate Degree for Transfer using the CSUGE pattern.

What does this mean?
CSU General Education (CSUGE) requires 39 units to be completed. The 
distribution of these units has changed.
